	The library employs five (5) full-time librarians (including the Head Librarian, Assistant Head Librarian, two Reference Librarians, and the Circulation/Interlibrary Loan Librarian), three (3) full-time library clerical staff employees (Acquisitions Assistant, Cataloging Assistant, and Night Supervisor) and one (1) part-time clerical staff employee (Serials Assistant).  Thirty (30) students are employed to staff the library desks at the Research & Information Commons.
	The library staff keeps the RIC open ninety-six (96) hours per week during the academic year.  Longer hours require additional staff.
